The Resistible Rise of Arturo Ui (original German title: Der aufhaltsame Aufstieg des
Arturo Ui) is a play by the German dramatist Bertolt Brecht. It chronicles the rise of
Arturo Ui, a fictional '30s Chicago mobster, and his attempts to control the
cauliflower racket by ruthlessly disposing of the opposition.

It was written by Brecht in only three weeks in 1941 whilst in exile in Helsinki
awaiting a visa to enter the US. The play is consciously a highly satirical allegory of
Adolf Hitler in Nazi Germany, whose rise Brecht represented in parallel to that of Ui.
All the characters and groups in the play had direct counterparts in real life,
